List members of your group and what they did for the production. 
Your role in your own production. 
Write about your production role. What was expected of you? Did you accomplish it alone, or did you get assistance from another student (or collaborate? Etc.) What did you learn from this experience?  

Evidence of your production role (production book):  Attach any drawings, sketches, lists, images of other productions or spaces that were research references. You may scan these and attach to your evaulation, or bring them physically into class. Put your name and production name is on them.  

• Lighting: Submit your light plot and perhaps an image of a show or room lit like what you aimed for.  What was in your imagination? You can also describe in words.

• Sets and props: prop list, and a plot of the set. Also good: image of a space like what you wanted, What was in your imagination? You can also describe in words.

• If you directed, you will need to hand in a full shot list of the production and your marked up script.  If you wrote, submit your script and the various versions and changes you made, with any notes. 
• Audio: What kind of mic did you choose, or did we choose for you- where was it in the set and why. What kind of issues did you have to deal with in setting the levels (in terms of the action. Did you use music; what kind, why and why not.  A map showing the placement of mics in the set would be good. 

• If you acted, you can submit actors notes or evaluations on your work in this area. 

• Title CARD:  Who designed it on the  DEKO 500?
EVERYONE EVALUATE YOUR GROUP PRODUCTION: Watch your show online- linked at http://carbonfarm.us/365/soaps.html 

And answer the following: 

Were you satisfied by variety of shots?

Did the shots you illustrated in pre-production shot sketch appear?

How was the title card- did it fit with your show? Was it dynamic/attractive?
Was your scene organized well visually?  Describe what worked or not.
How was the timing?  Felt short or long?
Were you satisfied with the script? (writers answer this below)
Was there enough light on the set?  Did the light provide a) depth and b) mood. 
(lighting designers answer this question below)

Evaluate your specific job:  

DIRECTING: Did you follow script or call shots? Did you direct the actors? How was blocking? Did you rehearse your talent? When, how much?  How?

LIGHTING DESIGN: Was there enough light? Was it effective or not. Why? 

SETS: Was there enough detail in your set to make it convincing as a real place?

AUDIO: Is sound audible, even, and reflecting drama and space of the action? Were there any creative additions (eg music)

WRITING:  How well did the script work? Did you revise it? Did you rehearse?
Did you make any extra effort?

Technical or human error. Did anything not work out with this production?
